a car coming.

== DON’t stand on the outside of a
corner.

... DON’t assume you can make a
hasty escape from a car
crashing. There’s never time.

== ==« DON’t assume that the rally cars
will arrive at even intervals.

The road is only open after a special stage when the “Sweeper” car
goes by. It is clearly marked. Until it arrives expect a rally car at any
time, even if there has been a long break.
