1. JURISDICTION

Code and its Appendices and Schedules particularly Appendix Three, Schedule R being the Standing 
Regulations for all Rallies and Appendix Two, Schedule A – Driver and Vehicle Safety Requirements.

3. THE EVENT  
“Rally of Waitomo” 
 
3.1 Venue:    A one day event held on Saturday 27 th June.   All stages will be on public gravel     
roads. The event will be based in Te Kuiti where th e start/finish and prize giving will occur. 
There will also be a 45 min service at Ohura Townsh ip. 
 
3.2 Length:   Comprises of 195km of special stages and 250km of touring approximately.   A full 
stage description is appended to these regulations. 
 
3.3 First Car Starts:    From Te Kuiti at 0630 hrs   
 
3.4 First Car Finishes:   At 1617 hrs  at the final control which is situated at Arts & Cultural Centre, Te 
Kuiti 
 
3.5 Lateness: Total lateness for each section is 15 minutes, (section 1 before lunch, section 2 after 
lunch).   
 
Supplementary Event – Mini Rally of Waitomo Rally C lass F & Class G 
“Mini Rally of Waitomo” 
 
3.6 Mini Event:  This event is designed for novices and regular rally sprint drivers. This event will start 
after the lunch time service in Ohura, allowing you to complete Stages 6, 7, 8 and 9, and then 
proceeding over the Finish ramp in Te Kuiti.  
Mini Rally of Waitomo field will start after the last car of the main Rally of Waitomo field and have their 
own seeding order. 
 

STAGE NOTES ARE NOT PERMITTED FOR THE “MINI RALLY O F WAITOMO”  
 
Class F – 4 WD Open – Vehicles must comply with Schedule A – Driver & Safety Requirements 
Class G – 2WD Open – Vehicles must comply with Schedule A – Driver & Safety Requirements 
 
3.6.1 Length:   Comprises of 75km of special stages and 120km of touring approximately.   A full 
stage description is appended to these regulations. 
 
3.6.2 First Car Starts:    From Ohura Service Park at approx. 1400 hrs   
 
3.6.3 First Car Finishes:   At 1800 hrs  at the final control which is situated at Arts & Cultural 
Centre, Te Kuiti 
 
Times will be confirmed in Acceptance of Entry 
 
3.6.4 Documentation & Scrutineering: For those unable to make documentation/scrutineering on 
Friday night 26th June at Te Kuiti, it will also be held in Ohura Service Park on Saturday 27th. Details 
of times will be announced in Acceptance of Entry. 
 
3.6.5 Novice Competitor Briefing: Will be held Saturday 27th June in Ohura Service Park. Details of 
times will be announced in Acceptance of Entry. 

Any driver(s) / Co-driver(s) who have not previously competed in three or more rallies must  
attend the new competitor special briefing.  Details of venue and time will be announced with the 
acceptance of entry. 
 

3.6.6 Driver Briefing: 
A driver’s brief will be held in the Ohura Service Park, where all drivers must be present.  Details of 
times will be announced in Acceptance of Entry. 
 
3.6.7 Entry Acceptance:  Entries shall be made on the correct form (“Mini Rally of Waitomo” entry  
form attached)  and to be deemed valid must be complete in all details and accompanied by the 
appropriate fees.  Acceptance will be at the organising committee’s discretion.  
Organisers reserve the right to refuse any entry in accordance with the prescribed provisions of the 
National Sporting Code. 
  
 
 



4. ENTRIES 
4.1 Opening and Closing:  These open with the publication of these regulations and Close at 
1700hrs on 10 th June. 
Entries post marked after the normal closing date but received prior to 1700hrs on 18th June  will be 
subject to the late fee. 
 
4.2 Entry Acceptance:  Entries shall be made on the correct form and to be deemed valid must be 
complete in all details and accompanied by the appropriate fees.  Acceptance will be at the organising 
committee’s discretion. Organisers reserve the right to refuse any entry in accordance with the 
prescribed provisions of the National Sporting Code. 
4.3 Fees: 

(1) Competing vehicle – Rally of Waitomo 
Entry Fee  $595.00 including GST (includes 2 x meal tickets) 
Late Entry Fee  $695.00 including GST (includes 2 x meal tickets) 
 
(2) Competing vehicle – Mini Rally of Waitomo 
Entry Fee  $250.00 including GST  
Late Entry Fee  $350.00 including GST  
 
(3) Service Crew:  
Registration first crew free additional crews $50.00 each. 
 
(4) Refunds: 
Notified withdrawal prior to 1700hrs 10th June – Full Refund 
Notified withdrawal between 1700 hrs 11th June and prior to 1600hrs 27th June – 50% Refund 
Notified withdrawal after 1600 hrs – no refund 

 
4.4 Number of Starters: 
The organisers reserve the right to abandon the event if insufficient entries are received at normal 
closing date.   The maximum number of starters will be 100. 
Any additional entries received will be placed on the reserve list in order of receipt. 
 
4.5 Acceptance of Entry: 
These will be posted by 16th June 2008  together with the seeded start list, not including late entry 
competitors.

Form  
 
4.6 Competitor Requirements: 

(1) Knowledge and Understandings:  In signing the entry forms competitors (Entrant and 
Drivers) are deemed to fully understand the MotorSport NZ National Sporting Code and its 
relevant Appendices and Schedules.   
Particularly,  

(a) The National Sporting Code articles pertaining to protests and competitors obligations, 
and 
(b) Appendix Three Schedule R articles pertaining to Stage notes, Pace notes and 
Reconnaissance. 

 
(2) Licence Requirements:  

·  No. 1 and No. 2 drivers shall hold a National Rally Grade or higher MotorSport NZ issued 
Competition Licence. 

·  If the Entrant is other than a driver, an Entrants licence in the name of the Entrant is required. 
 
(3) New Competitors:  Any driver(s) who have not previously competed in three or more rallies 
must  attend the new competitor special briefing.  Details of venue and time will be announced 
with the acceptance of entry. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



5. ELIGIBLE VEHICLES 
5.1 Compliance: All vehicles shall comply with Appendix Two Schedule A and Appendix Three 
Schedule R of the current MotorSport Manual unless stated otherwise in these supplementary 
regulations. 
 
5.2 Classes: Vehicles will be divided into the following classes:  
  A  0 – 1400 cc (2WD) 
  B 1401 – 1850 cc (2WD) 
  C 1851 and over (2WD) 
  D Open 4WD 
  E 4WD pre 1996 – (2000cc maximum block capacity) 
   
      Supplementary Event – Rally of Waitomo Mini R ally: 
  F 4WD – Rally of Waitomo Mini Rally 
  G 2WD – Rally of Waitomo Mini Rally 
 
Classes F & G are not part of the Top Half Series 
  
6. DOCUMENTATION AND SCRUTINEERING AUDIT  
Competitors must present themselves at documentation for the checking of licences and documents, 
issuing of competition numbers and applicable advertising material prior to presenting the car for audit 
scrutineering and for those cars with forced induction engines, restrictor inspection. 
Cars will not be cleared to compete until all of these numbers and advertising requirements are firmly 
affixed in the appropriate places on the vehicle.

12. STAGE NOTES  
The use of Stage Notes will be permitted provided that they are original copies as created for 
this Event and supplied by the MotorSport NZ authorised provider, Neil Allport MotorSport.  
For those competitors wishing to purchase the Stage Notes it is essential that they advise of 
their intention on the box provided on the entry form. 

The purchase and use of the stage notes is a direct contract between the competitor and Neil Allport 
MotorSport with the organiser’s involvement being limited to authorising the use and facilitating the 
preparation and receipt of Stage Note deposit on behalf of Neil Allport MotorSport.

Stage notes will only be released once driver & co- driver have completed documentation. 

 There is no obligation on any competitor to purchase these stage notes. 

 
Information:  The stage note system uses an automated computer program to generate a 
description of the special stage road using sensors fitted to a vehicle driven through each 
stage. 
Such notes describe the route in more detail than the Road Book and can be used without 
reconnaissance. The purchase and use of the stage notes is a direct contract between the 
competitor and Neil Allport MotorSport with the organiser’s involvement being limited to 
authorising the use and facilitating the preparation and distribution on behalf of Neil Allport 
MotorSport. 
 
13. GENERAL 
A Rejoining 
It is permissible to rejoin the event; however, the ability to rejoin is at the discretion of the Clerk of the 
Course  

·  Rejoining will be permitted at the start of any stage. 
·  Provided you can rejoin within 5 car places of your original start order and 

you have completed the “Temporary Withdrawal” form and handed it to an 
appropriate official at the point of withdrawal. 

·  If a competitor wishes to rejoin the event they must hand in a “Rejoining 
Form: to the start control Post Chief. 

·  The Road Book contains a “Temporary Withdrawal” form a “Final Withdrawal” 
form and a “Rejoining Form”. 

·  If the car was significantly damaged, it has to be checked and passed by an 
event scrutineer. Scrutineer will be available at the lunch time service. 

·  No competitor will be permitted to restart the rally once they have handed in a 
“Final Withdrawal’ form. 

·  Any crews rejoining the event will not feature in the final classification 
finishers, nor be eligible for line honours, or Series points. 

 
14. DRIVERS BRIEF 
“Rally of Waitomo” 
A drivers/co-driver brief will be held at the Arts & Cultural Centre on Friday 27th, at a time to be 
advised. Novice brief will follow.  
It is compulsory for all drivers / co-drivers to attend as this is for your benefit. 
 
15. PRE-EVENT BBQ 
There will be a pre-event BBQ function held in the Waitomo Community Cultural Arts Centre, King 
Street Te Kuiti on Friday 27th June from 1700 to 2130 – Food and refreshments will be available for 
purchase. A cash bar will also be operating. Please support the local community. 
 
 
 



16. PRIZE GIVING 
The prize giving will be held for the Rally of Waitomo at the Waitomo Community Cultural & Arts 
Centre King Street Te Kuiti at approximately 2000hrs.  
 
A full buffet seated dinner at the Community Centre makes for a premier event. Local identities will be 
present and this is the ideal opportunity to show your sponsors some hospitality. Two tickets are 
included with each entry. 
 
It is expected that all competitors turn out for ma in prize giving Saturday night, 27 th June. 
Additional dinner tickets are available for purchase with your entry at the cost of $30 per person (see 
enclosed order form – there will be no dinner ticket sales after the close of entry).  
Prize giving is open to everyone, not just those having dinner.  
Dinner will be served from 1900 to 2000. A cash bar  will be in operation / Eftpos Available �

17. DAMAGE 
Drivers must report any damage to property or stock, in writing, to the next control by way of incident 
sheet. Any breach of this requirement will result in exclusion from event  
as per Appendix 1 – Sch P(5) A3R.5. 
 
Please ensure that you provide us with as much info rmation as to where the incident had 
occurred – e.g. Stage Number, Approx how many kilom etres into stage, or any other specific 
information that may be relevant.  
If we don’t have the correct information, you could  be paying for somebody else’s fencing 
damage.  
 
In signing the entry forms competitors (drivers) ar e liable for any fencing/property damage that 
they may cause through their running of the event.  All fencing damage, MUST  be paid within 
28 days of receiving invoice. Motorsport New Zealan d will be informed of any late or no 
payments. 
 
18. SERVICING 
Servicing will be held in designated areas after th e completion of each special stage. 
Lunch/Service will be held in the Ohura Township 

Servicing is not permitted outside the designated areas, and if done so will lead to an exclusion from 
the event. All servicing is to be completed on a ground sheet and rubbish must be removed from 
these areas. 

Ohura School will be selling lunch food, so please support the local school.  

19. ACCOMODATION 
A list of accommodation in Te Kuiti, Otorohanga and Waitomo is enclosed. 
Accommodation is limited, so recommend that you book early.

STAGE DESCRIPTION 
Inframax Rally of Waitomo 2009 

 
 

SS1 WAIPUNA – 12.5kms 
Starts tight, opens, excellent fast flowing finish on a hard base 

 
SS2 PUNGARUHU – 25.3kms 

First half tight, flowing roads on a hard base, tightening in the middle with some 
deceptive corners, then finishes with a fast up hill climb 
 

SS3 TAUMATAMAIRE – 22.06kms 
Very technical stage, tight and tricky – be aware.  Soft if wet.  A driver’s nightmare 
from last year!!!!! 

 
SS4 KOHUA – 18.4kms 
 Tight and twisty uphill to start, wide and flowing to finish. 

 
SS5 OHURA – 41.5kms 

Best stage of the day! Has everything tight, fast, soft, hard, but best of all Long!!! 
 

SS6 ROTO – 15.2kms 
 Tight uphill to start, opens in the middle to a very tight uphill to finish. Watch for 

cautions!!!!! 
 
SS7 KURURAU – 12.5kms 
 Fast start, tightens abruptly and very narrow with big drops on left!!  Opens to a 

flowing finish  
 
SS8 WAITEWHENA – 39.5kms 
 Competitors’ favourite from last year, however this year we are running in reverse 

direction. This will test the fitness levels!!.  Fast flowing wide start closing at the top 
of ridge, then a tricky tight downhill piece, to a fast flowing finish. 

 
SS9 TANGITU – 12.5kms 

Tight and narrow all the way has soft middle section. Be Aware this will BITE!
